We will rehearse the Finale at the beginning of both the technical and dress rehearsal.  
This should take about 1 hour and 25 minutes.  We will have refreshments for sale during 
rehearsals located in the cafeteria.  Send money for refreshments or food with your 
dancers to eat in the dressing rooms only.  Please send an oversized shirt for the dancers 
to wear over their costumes to prevent food and drink from spilling on their costumes.

Showcase A:  Saturday, June 4, backstage by 5:15 p.m., Showcase 6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m. 
Showcase B:  Sunday, June 5, backstage by 1:15 p.m., Showcase 2:00 p.m. – 4:00 p.m. 
Dancers will enter at the Dancer Entrance at the back doors off of the south side 
driveway.  All audience members will be re-located to the front doors on show day. 
 
The remaining portion of the show will 
be rehearsed as stated in the tech. rehearsal schedule.

Tickets: 
Tickets are $12 general admission and $15 for reserved seating.  Please see seating chart 
at the Stage One front desk. 
*Reserved Seating:  Bonus for our showcase volunteers!  Our reserved seating tickets 
will be available for our showcase volunteers one week prior to general ticket sales!     
 
 
 



 
 
Your showcase fee included two general admission tickets; these will be dispersed for 
exact showcase date/time during the week of May 2 through 7.  Please sign out for your 
two tickets at the Stage One front desk.  Lost tickets cannot be replaced, so hold on to 
them!  You may purchase additional tickets at the Stage One front desk.  You may credit 
your initial two general admission tickets toward reserved seating by relinquishing these 
two tickets at the time of reserved seating purchase.  All persons must have a ticket that 
will be occupying a seat; this includes youth/babies that will be using a seat.  Tickets will 
be available on the day of the show.  All tickets are non-refundable.  Doors will open 45 
minutes in advance for seating.  The auditorium will be closed to ALL persons before our 
doors open.   
 
How to get tickets: 
Tickets are available beginning May 2 through Stage One front desk personnel.  Our 
shows may be sold out.  We cannot guarantee tickets available at the door. 
 
Get Involved!  Volunteer as a showcase helper.  All volunteers receive one general 
admission ticket per show for service during dress rehearsal and show times.  Volunteer 
lists are in the Stage One waiting area.   
*Bonus: Our reserved seating tickets will be available for our Showcase Volunteers one 
week prior to general ticket sales!     
 
DVD:  We will have professional videography of both performances A & B, on separate 
DVD’s.  You may order your DVD in the Stage One waiting area or before the show at 
the auditorium.  DVD’s are $45 for each showcase performance A & B to be received at 
the studio or $50 to be mailed and must be paid in advance.  No credit orders will be 
taken.  DVDs will be ready for pick up at Stage One Monday, August 8, from 5:00 – 6:30 
p.m.  If you cannot pick them up on this day they will be available at the studio when fall 
dance begins on August 22. 
 
Costumes:  Will be dispersed in class during the week of Sat., May 7 – Fri., May 13. 
 
Portraits:  Showcase portraits are scheduled for May 21 & 22.  Our portraits are being 
provided by Insight Photography of Fresno.  All dancers will receive an order envelope 
before portraits.  Please have your envelope filled out, include payment to Insight 
Photography and bring it with you on portrait day.  An exact schedule of our class 
portrait time is currently posted in the Stage One Waiting area and included in this 
packet. 
 
Send Your Love!  Would you like to let your dancer know how much you care?  Send 
them a love note in the Showcase program.  Your note will appear on our “Love Notes” 
page of the program.  All requests must be turned in to the front desk by May 22.  Your 
“Love Note” will print on a 1 x 2 inch area and run in the Showcase A or B program of 
your choice for $20 each.  Our “Love Notes” are a special way to wish your dancer the 
best of luck for now and always!
